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Dear Friends, 
The AIFUCTO movement programs in states & Delhi  assumes great importance in view of total apathy shown to all our demands for last few months. In fact the new government has shown its unwillingness even to discuss the long standing issues. Whatever progress achieved by hard work by AIFUCTO  for last three years have been so far treated with utter indifference.
CUT IN HRD FUND-AN ALARMING MEASURE ADOPTED BY GOVT. OF INDIA
The reports that the  Government of India decision to cut funds for higher education to the tune of Rs. 3,900 crores in its revised budget estimates for the financial year 2014-15 has bee strongly criticised by teachers organizations & academicians..The government has revised the figure to Rs. 13,000 crore, as against Rs. 16,900 crores for the plan allocation. Reportedly, the revision will hit the eight new IITs that were scheduled to move to their permanent campuses this academic year. The government has reduced the Rs. 2,500 crore originally allocated to the 16 IITs for the year 2014-15, to Rs. 2,337 crore, initiating a cut of Rs. 163 crore. For other heads the reductions are much more. The government has revised allocation for Rashtriya Uchchatar Siksha Abhiyan  (RUSA) to a mere Rs. 397 crore as against Rs. 2,200 crore in the original budget. Thus the states would have to bear the brunt for this year. Funds for new initiatives including have also been cut. While the government has revised the allocation for Massive Open Online Courses (MOOCs) from Rs. 100 crore to Rs. 5 crore, the allocation for the Madan Mohan Malviya National Mission on Teachers Training has been revised to Rs. 15 crore as against the original Rs. 100 crore. We strongly object to such fund reduction & demand restoration of funds immediately.It is our apprehension that the new Govt. would further dilute the state support to higher education.
 Delhi developments 
The status  of UGC decision on  3rd  amendments of Regulations-2010
That the HRD is still undecided about the UGC decision is admitted by the Hon’ble Minister herself in the answer given to a question raised by Dr.T.Meinya, Member Lok Sabha wherein it has been noted that the matter is still under consideration though the UGC  letter was sent on 23rd May,2014.We have never experienced such a total decision paralysis in the past. The fate of other UGC decisions including Ph.D regulations is also the same.
No appointment granted to AIFUCTO
It is most unfortunate that we had requested for an appointment with Hon’ble Minister, HRD in May,2014.We have not received any communication other than a call from PS to the Minister. This is not only unprecedented but also against the standard practice followed by all previous governments. If an organization of more than 5 lakh teachers is denied an audience for nine months, we are constrained to infer that the Govt. has no respect to the voice of collective wisdom that AIFUCTO stands for.
General Secretary’s discussion with UGC officials
The General Secretary has drawn attention to the UGC officers regarding the impasse about the UGC decisions.They informed him that there has been no progress at the HRM end.

UGC wrote seeking approval on 23rd may, 2014. We are worried for the inordinate delay & request you to approve the decision immediately. Thousands of teachers across the country are waiting for the necessary UGC notification of 3rd amendment involving Roll Out date”
